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IYA Telegram Purposes, Guidelines, and Policies: 
`At IYA we use Telegram to help us stay connected throughout the week. The 

purpose of the IYA Telegram is threefold: 

Telegram Purposes 
1. Communication – the primary tool for communication of events and 

information.  
2. Connection – a tool to keep us connected with one another.  
3. Care – a place to receive encouragement, prayer, and information.  

 
The IYA Telegram chat is a large group platform. To ensure the best experience, we 
must have some guidelines and policies in place. Please read through this to keep us 
all on the same page! 

Telegram Guidelines 
1. Prayer requests are encouraged! BUT 1. It must be posted in the prayer/praise 

thread. 2. We must limit it to prayer requests that are urgent, relevant, and 
appropriate for this large communal setting. Please be wise and courteous with 
what you share. Deeply personal information or anything less than urgent should be 
kept for your individual small-group chats. 3. Please do not send a large essay. Ask 
Pastor Josh or a leader if you are unsure. 

2. Questions are welcome! BUT please limit them to questions that serve to help the 
group (ex. “what is the address to the event?” or “Will there be food at the event?”). 
Reach out privately for personal questions.   

3. Praise Reports are great! BUT it must be posted in the prayer/praise thread. 
4. “Happy Birthday” or “Congrats” is awesome! BUT rather than 100 people spam 

the same message, let one person send the message and everyone else “like” it. 
 

Telegram Policies 
1. No small talk or conversation unrelated to the group.  
2. No messages between 12:00am-7:00am. 
3. No promoting of events or organizations without approval.  
4. No solicitation (No advertising, fundraising, selling, or offering free stuff).  
5. No explicit language, crude joking, or inappropriate content.  
6. All teaching/devotional content is to come through the teachers/leaders of 

Integrity Church. 
7. All messages/permissions are subject removal.  
8. People inactive for 1 year will be removed.
