Inseparable (Nothing Can Separate Us from God) • Romans 8:38-39
SETTING up the story
· Paul wrote letters to encourage believers and help them understand how to follow Jesus
· When Paul wrote to the believers in Rome, he declared an incredible truth that reminds us why we can have true confidence
· Romans 8:38-39
things that happen *to* us
· Things that make us feel confident: compliments, success
· Things that don’t build our confidence: tough day, argument, feeling left out, feeling worried
things *we’ve* done
· Some things in life are difficult because of choices WE make
· We make things harder for ourselves when we make unwise choices . . . when we mess up . . . when we sin
· Examples: forgetting to do a chore, saying something mean about a friend, laughing at a hurtful joke, not telling the whole truth
· All of us mess up from to time
· We can feel like we’ve messed up so much that it separates us from God
nothing can separate us
· It changes everything when we remember what’s true about our relationship with God
· It’s not about what happens to us or what we might have done wrong
· It’s about how much God LOVES us
· Romans 8:39
· God loves you NO MATTER WHAT
· He loves you so much that He sent Jesus to be your Savior
· Jesus died on the cross to pay the price for your sins

· When you put your trust in Jesus, you know for sure that nothing could ever separate you from God

· Romans 8:38-39
Wrapping up the story
· Nothing can separate you from God’s love
· Think about how God sent Jesus FOR you so that you could have a close relationship with Him that will last forever
· That will give you confidence that nothing in this world can take away
· BL: God loves you no matter what.
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
