OPENER
LEADER: “Hello, friends! What a month it has been! We’ve had fun playing some SWEET games and hearing some spectacular Bible stories. We’ve been celebrating how God made each of a custom creation . . . with our very own individuality.
SLIDE: Life App
Optional Video (Media Package): Theme Transition to Life App
“Individuality is discovering who you’re meant to be so you can make a difference.
SLIDE: Theme

Optional Video (Media Package): Life App Transition to Theme
“We’ve learned a lot about each other’s candy preferences this month, and we’ve learned a lot about each other, too. Each of you is completely unique and special. There’s only one you! And I’m thankful that each of you is a part of [your environment’s name], because you make this place BETTER just by being you!
“I know all of you are true candy experts—which is good, because we have another fun candy game to play today. First, let me give each of you one of these.

Hand a clue sheet or a candy picture sheet to each kid. Make sure to mix them up throughout the room so that half of the kids have clues and half have pictures. Try to give the pictures to the younger kids and the text clues to the older kids.

Make sure that each sheet has its match somewhere in the room. If you have an odd number of kids, you can play to even things up.

“Half of you have a clue, and the other half of you have an answer, which is a picture of a type of candy. I know—some of them are so vintage that you might not have heard of them! When I say, ‘Go,’ you’ve got to work together to find your candy match. The person who has the clue will look for whoever has the candy that’s the ANSWER to their clue. If you have a candy picture, you’ll look for whoever has the clue that matches up with your candy.
“When you find your match, you can sit down. If everyone is matched up and seated before the timer goes off, we win!

“Okay, take a second to read your sheet and see what you’ve got. Then hold your picture in front of you so everyone can see it. Now, find your match!

Set a timer on your phone for either one minute, 90 seconds, or two minutes—depending on how many kids you have in the room and how long you think it’ll take for them to match up.
As the kids find their matches and sit down, walk by and make sure they got them right. (Use the printed answer key for reference, if needed.)
Once everyone is seated, have the kids with the candy pictures turn their sheets over so no one can see them. Then read each clue out loud. Let everyone as a group guess the answer, then let the kid with the answer picture hold it up.
“Those were tricky, but I think all our candy education this month has paid off! Now you can stand back up as we celebrate God and thank Him for the way He created us.” 
WORSHIP
LEADER: “Before we worship, let’s watch this video.
Optional Video (Media Package): Live Loud Video from Get Reel
“It makes me so thankful when I remember how God created me with my own individuality. He made each of us in an amazing and wonderful way. Let’s all say this month’s memory verse together, Psalm 139:14.”
SLIDE: Memory Verse
LEADER and KIDS: “How you made me is amazing and wonderful. I praise you for that. What you have done is wonderful. I know that very well.” (Psalm 139:14, NIrV)

LEADER: “The way God made us IS wonderful! He loves us just the way He made us. His love sets us free! It helps us discover who we’re meant to be, so we can make a difference. Sing this with me.
AUDIO: “Gloriously Free” / track 5 from Make a Move
Optional Video (Media Package): “Gloriously Free” Dance Moves Music Video
“That’s right! God made each of us to be gloriously free. Through anything we face in life, we know that He is always with us and He is ALWAYS good. We can trust His plan for us, because He is faithful! Let’s keep worshipping Him together.
AUDIO: “You Are Faithful” / track 6 from This Love
“It’s so good to know that [Basic Truth] we can trust God no matter what. You can have a seat.”
BIBLE STORY

SLIDE: Theme Background
Setting up the story
LEADER: “When the apostle Paul became a believer in Jesus, he traveled all over to start churches and share the good news about Jesus.
“Several years after Paul started a new church in Corinth, he received word that things weren’t going well there. So Paul wrote a letter to the Corinthians to try to encourage them and help them get back on track. We can find Paul’s letter in the Bible as the book of 1 Corinthians.” (Hold up Bible.)
Gifts and skills from God
LEADER: “Paul’s letter covered a lot of different things. But he especially wanted the new believers to understand that God had given each of them unique gifts, and that no one’s gift was more important than anyone else’s.
“Paul wrote . . . 
Open the Bible to 1 Corinthians 12:4-6 (NIrV) and read.

“There are different kinds of gifts. But they are all given to believers by the same Spirit. There are different ways to serve. But they all come from the same Lord. There are different ways the Spirit works. But the same God is working in all these ways and in all people.

“You see, Paul was explaining to the Corinthians that God’s Spirit had given them different kinds of gifts—like wisdom, knowledge, faith, and healing. And one type of gift wasn’t better than another. God had given them those different gifts so that they could work TOGETHER. They could do greater things together than they could ever do alone.

“The same idea is true for us, too. God has given each of us different abilities and skills which are part of our individuality. When we use those skills and talents together, we can do greater things than we could do alone.
“I think it would help if we saw what this might look like in our lives. I need a few volunteers.

Bring up six volunteers. Line them up, then hand out the props. Don’t try to match the kids with their real-life talents; that could result in some hurt feelings if they feel like they haven’t already put their talents to use like you suggest.

“I’ll give each of you a prop to represent a different skill or talent someone might have.

As you hand out the different props, announce what they are (chef’s hat for someone who’s gifted as a cook or baker, a clipboard for someone who’s a natural leader, etc.).
“Maybe you have one of those skills that you see up here . . . or maybe there’s something else that comes naturally to you. God has given each of us our unique personality and our own set of abilities and skills that make us who we are. Everyone’s individuality is equally important, because God made us that way for a reason.”
THE DIFFERENCE the Spirit Makes
LEADER: “And here’s the really cool part. When we choose to follow Jesus, that means God’s Spirit is working inside of us. We’re not just trying to do it on our own. God is at work IN and THROUGH our skills and talents. He can help us use the abilities He’s given us as we work to make a difference for other people.
Move to the kid wearing the chef’s hat.

“For example, if you’re good at cooking, you could use your gifts to make a meal for someone who is sick.
Move to the kid holding the clipboard.

“Or maybe you’re really great at seeing patterns and finding amazing ways to organize things. You could use those powerful organization tools to help your teacher get her room in tip-top shape after school one day.

Move to the kid holding the microphone.

“Perhaps you’ve got an incredible voice, and you can encourage the people around you with your singing.

Move to the kid holding the calculator.

“Maybe math comes easily to you, and you can take time to help kids you know who struggle with numbers. 

Move to the kid holding the basketball.

“You might have some serious skills on the basketball court. That gives you an awesome chance to show courage and endurance in tough practices. You can also set an example by showing kindness and respect to everyone—even kids on the other team. 

Move to the kid wearing headphones.

“Did you know that LISTENING can be an amazing skill? So many people are stressed out and going through tough times. What they need most is a friend to let them talk and really hear them out. 
“With God’s help, you can put your skills and talents to use in a BIG way and make a difference for the people around you.”
ONE BODY, MANY PARTS
LEADER: “Now, you might be saying, ‘I wish I were really good at soccer instead of drawing,’ Or ‘Just listening to someone isn’t as cool as singing a solo on stage!’
“But YOUR skills are just as important as the skills God has given to everyone else. And something amazing happens when we use our abilities TOGETHER. As Paul wrote . . . 
Open the Bible to 1 Corinthians 12:12-14 (NIrV) and read.

“There is one body, but it has many parts. But all its many parts make up one body. It is the same with Christ. We were all baptized by one Holy Spirit. And so we are formed into one body. . . So the body is not made up of just one part. It has many parts.

“Did you hear that? When we work together, it’s like we’re one body. And each part has a role to play—like an eye or an ear, an arm or a leg. It’s not like an eye could say, ‘I don’t belong to the body because I can’t hear.’ An arm is still an important part of the body because it has its own job to do. It doesn’t need to see! Each part of the body was made with its own individual purpose.
“It’s the same way with us. We are each unique and different, but we can work together as one body because of Jesus. Every single part and every single person is important! We all NEED each other. And when we all use our abilities together, we can do WAY more than we ever could on our own.
Bring the kid with the headphones forward.

“Let’s say you’re really good at listening and encouraging others. You hear about an organization in our community that’s running low on supplies and volunteers. You might share what you learned with someone who’s really good at organizing things.

Bring the kid with the headphones over to stand with the kid holding the clipboard. 

“The two of you might work together on a plan. Maybe you could ask your math-loving friend to tutor some of the kids in the after-school program. 

Bring the kid with the calculator forward. 

“And your friend with basketball shooting skills would love playing with the kids on the playground and making them feel important and special.
Bring the kid with the basketball forward.

“Your friend who sings really well might make a music video with a really cool song then ask her mom to post about it on social media and let people know how they can donate money.
Bring the kid with the microphone forward.

“And don’t forget your baking friend. He’d be all about making some delicious treats to take to the hard-working volunteers and the people they’re serving.

Bring the baker forward to join everyone.

“Think about how great this volunteer project would turn out with everyone using their own skills and abilities to make a difference!”
Thank the volunteers and collect the props as you dismiss them to their seats.
wrapping up THE STORY
LEADER: “God has given YOU a unique personality and a unique set of skills, talents, and interests. No one else can play your part in the work God is doing in this world. And when you choose to follow God and let Him work through your skills and abilities—together with others—you can make a big difference in the world around you.
SLIDE: Bottom Line
[Bottom Line] “We can use our gifts together to make a greater difference.
“Let’s ask God to help us do that!”
SLIDE: Theme Background
PRAY
LEADER: “Dear God, thank You for all the unique ways You’ve made us. It’s so much fun to share our skills and abilities with each other as we discover who You made us to be. Help us to not just use our gifts for ourselves. Help us use them to show love to others and [Basic Truth] treat others the way we want to be treated. Show us how we can come together and make a big difference as we show the world who You are. We love You, and we pray these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.”
CLOSER
LEADER: “It was fun to look at those different skills and abilities and think about what kind of difference we could make together. Of course, there are WAY more skills and talents that people have, too. You might be able to sew or create things on a computer. You could be a really good friend who just knows how to make people feel valuable. You could be really patient or a peacemaker. All of the ways God made us, no matter how big or small they appear, can make a great difference in the world. 

“But there’s a way they can be even greater. When you believe that Jesus is who He says He is, then you’re a part of something bigger than just yourself. It’s like you’re part of one body or what people call ‘the body of Christ.’ It takes all of us working together, with our individuality and all of our many different gifts, to truly show people what Jesus is like. When we use our gifts together, we can make a greater difference than we can alone.

SLIDE: Bottom Line
[Bottom Line] “We can use our gifts together to make a greater difference. Say that with me.”
LEADER and KIDS: [Bottom Line] “We can use our gifts together to make a greater difference.”
LEADER: “So just imagine: if you use the skills and abilities God gave you, then you find someone with a different gift to work with, then you both find someone else . . . you could ALL work together. Then you could accomplish things none of you could have imagined on your own.

“We can use our gifts together—and when we do, we can literally change the world!
“You know what? That’s such an amazing thought, I think we should talk about it some in Small Group. Let’s go!”
Dismiss kids to their small groups.

What You Do:

· Make sure you have enough matches for all the kids in the room, and make sure that you pass out complete matches (i.e. don’t pass out a clue for M&M’s® but not a picture for M&M’s). The Leader should plan to play in case there’s an odd number of kids so that you have an even number for all matches.

· If you have more than 30 kids in your environment, you can either double up on some of the matches or make additional clues and candy sheets.
