OPENER
LEADER: “This summer is flying by, isn’t it? That’s because we’re having so much fun! I love how there’s water fun everywhere you go in the summer—and that includes here at [your environment’s name]. Around here, we’ve been learning how to ‘make waves!’
“You see . . . 
SLIDE: Theme

“What you do today can change the world around you.

SLIDE: Theme

Optional Video (Media Package): Life App Transition to Theme
“Each of us can make a BIG difference with the way we live, each day. Just like a wave moves and affects the world around it, we can, too! But our waves aren’t made with water. We make waves when we show things like love, joy, peace, or patience—with the help of God’s Spirit.
“Let’s talk about that last one for a second. Patience. Raise your hand if you’re really good at being patient. (Pause.) I know. It’s a tough one. Today’s game will really test your patience. So let’s see how you do! Everyone, hop up, and let’s get into two teams.
Divide the kids into two teams. If you’re doing a summer-long competition, have the kids get into those teams.

Refence the two trash cans.

“Inside each of these trash cans is a lot of water. Don’t worry, the trash cans are clean! I also have a bucket of water balloons for each team.
Place the two buckets of water balloons next to the throwing line.

“When I say, ‘Go,’ everyone on your team gets a chance to toss a water balloon into your team’s trash can, one person at a time. Make sure you stand behind the line when you throw. (Reference the tape line.) You need to be fast, because the team with the most water balloons in their trash can when the timer goes off is the winner. BUT, you can’t be TOO fast, because if you throw your balloon too hard and it bursts, or you miss the trash can and it breaks, you lose that point. See what I mean? You’ll need some patience!
“If you miss the trash can but your balloon doesn’t break, you can pick it up, come back behind the line, and throw again.
“Everyone, line up behind your team’s bucket, and let’s get started! Three . . . two . . . one . . . GO!

Set a timer on your phone for two minutes.

Make sure kids are tossing their balloons one at a time. When the timer gets down to ten seconds, start counting down out loud.

“Three . . . two . . . one . . . time’s up! Let’s see which team has the most balloons!

Do a quick count of the balloons in the trash cans and determine a winner. If you’re doing a summer-long competition, you can add to the winning team’s total.

“Good work, everyone! I know it was tough to be patient and careful, but you made it happen. Everyone, stay on your feet so we can sing and worship God!”
WORSHIP
LEADER: “Before we start singing, let’s check out this video.

“With the help of God’s Spirit, we can make waves and make a difference in the world around us. We’ve got a lot of life to live and a lot of love to give. Let’s sing about that now. Here we go!

AUDIO: “Making Waves” / track 1 from Make Waves EP
“It’s true, one of the best ways we can make waves is to love others the way God loves us! As we read in First John 4:7 (NIrV), Dear friends, let us love one another, because love comes from God. Let’s sing this song and tell God, ‘We want to love like You.’
AUDIO: “Love Like You” / track 9 from Make a Move
“I love singing and praising God with all of you! You can have a seat.”
BIBLE STORY
SLIDE: Theme Background
Setting up the story
LEADER: “King Solomon was one of the wisest people who ever lived. And many of Solomon’s wise sayings were collected in the book of Proverbs. (Hold up Bible.) Today, we’re looking at Solomon’s wise words from Proverbs 15:18. Check it out.

Open the Bible to Proverbs 15:18 (NIrV) and read.

“A person with a bad temper stirs up conflict. But a person who is patient calms things down.

“Let me read that again.

“A person with a bad temper stirs up conflict. But a person who is patient calms things down.”
a BAD TEMPER
LEADER: “What does it mean to ‘stir up conflict’? Maybe this will help us understand.
Pick up the first bottle/can of carbonated water.

“Have you ever been around someone who seemed like they were always mad?

Shake the bottle/can vigorously as you talk.

“Maybe they were quick to say something unkind or make fun of someone else. Maybe you were afraid you’d say the wrong thing, because it might set them off and then they’d (suddenly stop shaking and open the bottle/can) . . . explode!
Pour the water into the cup, allowing the fizz to overflow.

“Have you ever seen that happen? Has that ever happened to you?

“The tough thing is that when you explode like that—when you stir up conflict—you can’t take back what you’ve said or done. It just makes a big mess everywhere. Then you have to try to clean it up.
“It doesn’t feel good to be around a person like that, does it? It also doesn’t feel good to BE that person.”
PATIENT PERSON
LEADER: “But then Solomon talks about another way to be. Another kind of PERSON we can be. He says, A person who is patient calms things down. (NIrV)
“Usually, we think of being patient as having to wait for something. But we can also be patient with each other. If you’ve ever been around a patient person, you know that they don’t lose their temper and explode.
Open the second bottle/can (without shaking it).
“There. That’s much better.

Slowly pour the water into the second cup so it doesn’t overflow. 

“See, a patient person can really calm down a tough situation. They don’t say or do things to make things worse for the people around them.”
THE HELP of the Spirit
LEADER: “But, let’s be honest. Even if you’re naturally a patient person, life can really shake things up sometimes.

“Like, your little brother messes up the LEGO® set you just put together.

Shake up the third bottle/can. 

“You get a bad grade on the test, even though you studied.

Shake up the bottle/can again. 

“You find out that your friend said something mean behind your back. 

Shake up the bottle/can again. 

“In those moments, God can help you choose patience—with the power of the Holy Spirit.
VERY SLOWLY open the bottle/can and release the air as gradually as possible.

“You can take a minute and breathe.

Keep slowly releasing air.

“And you can ask God to help you respond with patience.

Keep slowly releasing air.

“What are some other ways you can keep from losing your temper?”
Allow the kids to suggest some ideas. As you do, continue to ever-so-slowly release the air.

wrapping up THE STORY
LEADER: “Those are all great ideas! Let’s face it. It’s not easy to [Bottom Line] be patient with each other. But if we choose to speak and act with patience, we’ll really make waves and make things better in our relationships with other people. We can do that with the help of God’s Spirit!
Fully open the bottle/can when you’re sure it won’t spill everywhere. Gradually pour the water into the third cup, going slowly so it doesn’t overflow.

Walk in front of the table as you finish up.

“Let’s remember this.
SLIDE: Bottom Line
[Bottom Line] “Be patient with each other.

“I know that’s a lot easier to say than it is to do. I think we should talk to God about it now, and ask God to help us. Let’s pray.”
SLIDE: Theme Background
PRAY
LEADER: “Dear God, we really WANT to be patient. It doesn’t feel good to be that person who explodes and loses our temper. But for each of us, there are different things that can stir us up and make us frustrated or angry. So please help us, God. When those moments happen, help us pause . . . take a deep breath . . . and ask You for patience. Help us slow down and respond in love instead of anger. We love You, and we ask these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.” 
CLOSER
LEADER: “Let’s look again at what Solomon said in Proverbs 15:18.
Open the Bible to Proverbs 15:18 (NIrV) and read.

“A person with a bad temper stirs up conflict. But a person who is patient calms things down.

“I know that’s not always easy. But I bet each of us wants to be someone who’s patient with our friends, family, and the people we see every day. If you think about it, choosing patience is a pretty amazing way to make waves in the world around us!

“Here’s our challenge for today.
SLIDE: Bottom Line
[Bottom Line] “Be patient with each other. Say that with me.”
LEADER and KIDS: [Bottom Line] “Be patient with each other.”
LEADER: “Remember that when you put your trust in Jesus, the Holy Spirit can help you show patience. That can make all the difference. So instead of losing your temper and making a mess (point to the mess you made with the first water bottle/can) . . . you can be someone who calms things down.
“What kinds of things make YOU impatient? Do you get angry at other people when they don’t act the way you think they should or when they get in your space or mess with your stuff? Do you get angry when things happen that you can’t control like —accidents or sickness or bad weather? Maybe you get angry at yourself when you mess up. There are a lot of things that can make us impatient.
“When that happens, try taking a deep breath. Count to ten . . . or twenty, or however long it takes. Pray and ask God to help you.
“I know it feels really good when someone is patient with ME. And [Basic Truth] I should treat others the way I want to be treated. I can take the first step by choosing to be patient. 
“There are a lot of ways we can practice our patience, so let’s head over to Small Group and talk about that together!”
Dismiss kids to their small groups.

What You Do:

· Download and print this week’s tech sheet for everyone helping with Large Group.

· Download the slides or optional videos and have them ready to use. If you do not have screen capabilities, you have Orange’s permission to enlarge and print the slides on paper.

· Optional: Download a countdown video from a royalty-free site. Load it into your presentation software and have it ready to play during the Opener. You could also keep time on a smartphone or watch. Note: Some presentation software such as ProPresenter® have a countdown clock built into the program that you can overlay on a still image. 
· Download music from a resource such as iTunes® and have it ready to play.

· Tape a throwing line on the floor. Make sure you have the tarp(s) laid out that will catch the water from any balloons that miss.

· Place the trash cans with water in them several feet away from the tape line, on top of the tarp(s). The distance should be far enough that it’s challenging for kids to toss water balloons into the trash cans but not impossible.

· Wide, flat, clear plastic container that you can open the cans over
Large Group Visuals:

What You Do:

· Download the slides and have them ready to use. If you do not have screen capabilities, you have Orange’s permission to enlarge and print the slides on paper. 

· Test out the materials for the story ahead of time. Make sure that the carbonated water you chose will actually make a big pop when you open it, if you shake it up first. Also make sure that it’ll overflow from the cup if you pour it in directly, right away.
· Set the table on the stage, but out of the way for the Opener. Place the three bottles/cans and three cups on the table.
